Term 2 – Starry Night

Science


We will be looking in detail at the changing seasons. We also learn about the planets, the moon and our solar system. 





History


We will be looking at a key figure ‘Guy Fawkes’ and his role in the Gunpowder Plot.





We then look at Neil Armstrong and the moon landings. We discuss what life is like in space.











PSHE


Our theme is ‘Celebrating Difference’. We will be looking at how we are the same but also how our differences make us unique and special. We will discuss bulling and what to do if we are feeling unhappy or bullied. We finish off by looking at friendships and how to make friends.





RE

Maths


We will be starting off finishing our work on subtraction. We will then be learning about positions (1st, 2nd, 3rd left, right etc.) We finish off by looking at numbers within 20 in depth – ordering, partitioning them and finding 1 less/1more.








Literacy 


We will spend our first week looking at the true story of Guy Fawkes and the Gunpowder Plot. We will then enjoy the story of ‘Funnybones’. 





Guided Reading 


We will be learning about the authors Janet and Allan Ahlberg and some of the books they wrote. As well as ‘Funnybones’ we shall look at ‘Burgler Bill’ ‘Cops and Robbers’ and the ‘Jolly Postman’. After this we will look at some of their poetry in the book ‘Please Mrs Butler’.





Other books we may look at include ‘The Dark’, ‘Meg, Mog and Owl’ and ‘Owl Babies’.








Art


We study the famous painting ‘Starry Night’ in detail and how Van Gogh created it.

We will be sewing Christmas stockings.





Music


We will be creating music inspired by a stormy sea using a range of instruments. We will be focusing on pitch and using our voices expressively.
