               Term 4 – Down on the Farm

Literacy 


We will be exploring the book ‘Rosie’s Walk’ and writing our own story based around it. Later in the term we will be learning some spring poetry by heart.





Reading

Science

In week 3 we have baby chicks arriving! We will observe the life cycle of a hen but also explore butterfly and frog life cycles. We will talk about what kind of animals you find on a farm.
